Our national
headquarters is located in the city of Lima, and now have branches in provinces of much of
our country.

ACTIVITIES




In 1985 we direct the national meeting for the international day of the youth, it
constituted in the concentration between different organization social, political and
religious to be recognized by the United Nation.

In 1986 with Lima’s municipality we stimulated the international year of peace it
permitted that Lima won the title of “Lima, City Messenger of the Peace ".

In 1989 we direct and founded the “Peruvian league of youth”.

1991 with the support of World Assembly of Youth we created the platform of Peruvian
youth organization POJP it was the initiate for National Council of the Peruvian Youth.
And constituted social and political organization for youth.

1992 we had been part of the national creation of environmental “RENACE PERU”
Together with other environmental organizations.

In 1993 we directed the National meeting of the Youth where we created the National
Council of the Peruvian Youth that get together social, political and sports organization
by national volunteers therefore we were elected to direct National Council of Peruvian
Youth CNJP.

On November 1999 we call for the | Encounter of the Youth Andean in Ayacucho's city
FIJA.

On January 200 we participated in The XIIl World Assembly of the Youth in Malaysia of
the WORLD ASSAMBLY YOUTH, WAY and we were elected to be the Vice Presidents
for Latin-American for that organization.

In May of 2000 in Peru promoted the International Youth Week along with the Youth
Action Network of Canada and other organizations in the world.

In 2001 we convened the Second Meeting of Youth Andean, with the participation of
delegates from youth organizations in Venezuela, Colombia, Ecuador, Bolivia, Costa
Rica, Nicaragua, Peru, and the presence of Mr. Donald Charumbira, Secretary General
of the World Assembly of Youth WAY.

On April 21, 2001 we were elected as National Lead Agency "Global Youth Service Day
DGSVJ" in coordination with the Youth Service America, Inter-American Development
Bank (Youth Pulse), and other national and international organizations.

2001 the International Year of Volunteers; Proclaimed by the United Nations, we are
part of the National Committee for the commemorative celebrations.

2002, 2003, 2004, 2005, 2006, 2007 and 2008 were designated as National Lead
Agency's Global Day of Youth Voluntary Service.

In March of 2004 to be considered one of the experiences regarding volunteerism and
youth in Latin America, presided over the Bureau of Social Action Volunteer in Villa El
Salvador, in addition to the 45th Annual Assembly of Governors of the Inter-American
Development Bank , IDB, held in Lima, Peru.

2005 we organized the Seminar Euro Latin American of Cooperation in the Field of
Youth Voluntary Service with the Coordinating Committee for International Voluntary
Service CCIVS, the YAP and funded by the European Community.

2005 started programs Exchange Non-formal education with the Canada World Youth
Foundation sent young volunteers from Peru to Canada for three months.




since 2006 we made the workcamp with the European Community and the United
States of America, with the participation of international volunteers in community
development projects to benefit the poorest communities in Peru.

2007 Driving to work with the Diocese of Lurin to form a volunteer network of the
Southern Cone of Lima.

2007 we are full members of the Coordinating Committee for International Voluntary
